  Present Perfect Continuous

We use the Present Perfect Continuous tense, when we refer to actions that started in the past, and continue happening in the present. A past activity that may not be completed yet. We are interested in the time, for how long the activity has been happening.

We often use Present Perfect Continuous to ask:
How long?

            How long have you been watching TV?
I’ve been watching TV for 3 hours.

AFFIRMATIVE SUBJECT + HAVE   +  BEEN  +	VERB (-ING)
                                                      HAS

She has been watching TV since yesterday.

NEGATIVE: SUBJECT +       HAVEN’T + BEEN + VERB (-ING) HASN’T

We haven’t been attending to class for 2 weeks.

QUESTIONS: HAVE	+ SUBJECT +  BEEN  +  VERB (-ING) HAS
HAVEN’T HASN’T
